











USB cable is provided) into your Mac
or Windows computer and you’re on
your owi.

In fact, that’s the only problem with
this product. While the instructions
suggest some free recording-software
downloads, this is a nonsolution for
anyone who’s not a technogeek; most
such software offers little or nothing in
the way of instructions.

I downloaded Audacity (http://
audacity.sourceforge.net), the suggest-
ed “freeware” recording program, but
while I carefully followed the instruc-
tions (and, anyway, I know how to do it
on my Mac), I couldn’t route the III
USB’s digitized input signal to the pro-
gram. [ ended up using CD Spin Doc-
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tor, which 1

Techoraaie
worked fine,
including its
handy auto-
matic track-
detection
feature,
which chops
up a contin-
uous record-
ing of an LP side into individual tracks.
You can also insert the tracks manually,
but if you're not familiar with wave-
forms and recording programs, you're
likely to be driven crazy and give up.
Butif you do it manually and break the
tracks close to the commercial CD’s
track timings, when you insert the disc
n your computer to import it into
iTunes, the Gracenote database
(www.gracenote.com) will automati-
cally download the album-cover art
and song titles.

As we were about to go to press, we
learned that Sumiko, Pro-Ject’s US
importer, was well aware of these
problems and has posted documenta-
tion for the Audacity program for Mac
and Windows users on their website:
http://www/sumikoaudio.net/pro-
ject/products/debut_usb.hem (USB
connection guide). Therein, I found
the “missing link” that allowed me to
bring the audio into the program.

The Pro-Ject Debut ITIT USB is an
easy recommendation, though you
will still have to learn the intricacies of
the program in order to produce, edit,
and assemble track lists and either
burn CDRs or import to iTunes or
both. It makes pleasing-sounding
recordings, and also serves as a fine
entry-level audiophile turntable that’s
ready to plug into any line-level input.
I made a compilation of old 45s,
recorded Paul McCartney’s worth-
while Memory Almost Full LP, and
Cisco Music’s excellent-sounding
vinyl reissue of Linda Ronstadt’s Heart
Like a Wheel. They’re great for the road
and the iPod. L}
